2. Have there been recent changes to service needs or service delivery for
the constituency your Board represents?

Shift of focus from elderly to younger generation over time may warrant more
services and programs geared to immigrant families.

More people moving to West Hollywood in last 2 years (or adjacent areas in Park
La Brea and Hollywood) due to situation in Russia and other republics of the
former Soviet Union. More younger immigrants (30-40 year olds and some with
children). Possibly more people coming here in next couple years. Vocational
services and school based programs needed (in addition to other programs
noted above).

Understanding how to navigate the public school system.

3. What barriers might there be to your constituency accessing availabie
services?

Lack of information. (I would say, there is plenty of information, but people need
to know that there is a person (for example: Russian speaking community
outreach coordinator who can provide this information). DeS|gnated website in
Russian as one option to provide information.

The question of “What can we do for you?” is a very new concept for new
Russian immigrants.

Explanation of public benefits programs.

Figuring out best ways to communicate with new Russian immigrants (language
issues, outreach to owners of Russian markets about social services to tell
customers).
