1. CALL TO ORDER - Vice-Chair Farhad Yusupov called the meeting to order at 7:15 P.M.
2. Vice-Chair Farhad Yusupov led the Pledge of Allegiance

4. Approval of Agenda: Lyubov Levitan made a motion to approve agenda, seconded by
Raisa Aguf. Motion passed.

5. Approval of Minutes of the meeting of August16, 2016. Andrey Pronin made a motion to
approve, seconded by Farhad Yusupov. Motion passed.

6. ITEMS FROM THE PUBLIC

A. LUCY ALEX announced the upcoming film festival Far From Moscow December 9-
11, 2016 at the University of California, Los Angeles.

7. RUSSIAN ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS’ COMMENTS

8. NEW BUSINESS
A. PRESENTATION OF WEHO ARTS: THE PLAN
Andrew Campbell, West Hollywood Arts & Cultural Affairs manager, gave a brief report
on the City's Arts program explaining the submittal, review and final selection process in
awarding art grants and installations within West Hollywood.

Mr. Campbell encouraged members and the community to participate in ongoing Living
Room sessions at Plummer Park. Mr. Campbell explained that these sessions
encourage community members to learn and ask questions about current or future West
Hollywood arts programs. He also encouraged members to participate in an online
survey about the arts encouraging members and the Russian community to participate
explaining that their opinions are needed and valued

Vice-Chair Farhad asked about selecting and installing a permanent art piece for the
Russian community. Staff explained that the city prefers temporary art installations which
allow for more frequent and diverse selections. He also explained that permanent art is
generally only considered for capital projects.

9. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. 16" ANNUAL RUSSIAN ARTS AND CULTURE FESTIVAL 2017 AND RUSSIAN
COMMUNITY AWARDS PRESENTATION

Staff provided update on the preparation, scope, submittal and final selection for the
RFP. Staff explained that the person/company selected to produce the Festival would be
responsible for all contracts, performers, vendors and other necessary components of the
event. Staff also informed the Board that a budget of $40,000 has been allocated for the
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2017 festival and confirmed that the 2017 Festival will be held Sunday, May 21 (from 11
am -7 pm).

B. VICTORY IN EUROPE DAY 2017

Staff reminded members of the upcoming Victory in Europe Day event and asked that
they begin considering ideas to discuss at future meetings. Staff confirmed the 2017
budget of$2000 adding that an additional $1000 is generally applied for/procured with
grant monies.

The Board discussed a Victory in Europe day march including posters of friends, family
members and others who were victims of the WWII atrocities. Members also asked that
the city allow for some partial/complete street closures to accommodate the march and
its participants.

Alex Tolocenco suggested inviting Lev Volovik to a future meeting to discuss any ideas
he might have for the event and walk.

C. HOLOCAUST REMEMBRANCE DAY 2017
Staff reminded the board of Holocaust Remembrance Day to be held April 23" 2017 and
asked members for suggestions and to begin clarifying their vision for upcoming event.

Members discussed the screening of the documentary, Holocaust the Wallpaper Glue,
and generally agreed on the need to educate school age children about this important
event. Some members voiced concerns that the screening be limited to age appropriate
children.

Members also suggested inviting and introducing Holocaust survivors to young event
attendees as a way of impressing a sense of its reality for them.
