MINUTES FOR TUESDAY, JANUARY 17, 2017

West Hollywood City Hall Community Conference Room
at 8300 Santa Monica Boulevard.

1. CALL TO ORDER —Chair Larisa Danilova called the meeting to order at
7:10 P.M.

2. Diana Volman led the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Roll Call - Board members present: Alex Tolocenco, Diana Volman,
Farhad Yusupov, Larisa Danilova, Lyubov Levitan, Anastasiya Lebedeva,
Valentina Matiji, Raisa Aguf. Staff Liaison Tatiana Rodzinek and staff
assistant Bruce Robertson was also present.

Andrey Pronin was absent.

4. Approval of Agenda: Diana Volman made a motion to approve the
agenda, seconded by Alex Tolocenco. Motion passed.

5. Approval of Minutes of the meeting of December 20, 2016. Farhad
Yusupov made a motion to approve, seconded by Raisa Aguf. Motion
passed.

6. ITEMS FROM THE PUBLIC

A. Teri Maher, West Hollywood Career Center (WHEST), spoke regarding
the January 24" Job Fair which will be hosted by Staff Pro noting that
they are looking for candidates with a current guard card to work the
Academy Awards and similar events.

7. RUSSIAN ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS’ COMMENTS
None.

8. NEW BUSINESS
- A. INTERNATIONAL WOMENS’ DAY

Public Testimony

Karen Eyres, West Hollywood resident and Vice-Chair of the Women'’s
Advisory Board (WAB), updated members on the WAB's progress in
relation to this upcoming event. She announced the WAB is working with
the Chamber to solicit food and other donations noting that a raffle will be
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help with proceeds going to support Mayor Pro Tempore John Heilman’s
Youth Scholarship Fund. She also added that the event will include
performers and dancers beginning with a five (5) minute workout by Pink
Iron to promote health and fitness.

The Board discussed the upcoming International Women'’s’ Day event to
be held on Sunday, March 5" at Plummer Park. They discussed guest

arrival, event set-up, seating, table and stage decorations, refreshments
and entertainment.

Member Aguf is working to provide performers and entertainment and will
apprise the Board as these plans and commitments become finalized. It

was also announced that the music group Unity & Diversity will provide a

concert for attendees.

The Board inquired as to the Event budget.

Staff responded that the City’s Arts & Cultural Affairs Commission has
awarded a grant of $1000 and that Mayor Lauren Meister has also asked
that $1500 be allocated for the event.

Members also discussed and agreed that a raffle be held with proceeds
being donated to Mayor Pro Tempore John Heilman’s Youth Scholarship
Fund. Raffle suggestions were dinners donated by local businesses
and/or a Spa package(s). The Board suggested that four (4) prizes be
made available for the raffle.

. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. 16™ ANNUAL RUSSIAN ARTS AND CULTURE FESTIVAL 2017
AND RUSSIAN SPEAKING COMMUNITY AWARDS PRESENTATION

Staff presented the Board with a Community Awards nomination form for
their approval. With the Board’s approval Staff will post the form on the
City's website opening nominations for awards to be presented during the
16" Annual Russian Arts & Culture Festival.

Staff notified the Board that only one (1) vendor submitted an RFP for the
event and that City Council would be accepting that vendor's proposal as
the event producer. Staff briefly noted that the event producer’s
responsibilities to include procuring entertainment, stages, generators,
sound equipment, vendors. Once the RFP is accepted staff will ask the
promoter to present her initial recommendations to the Board hopefully to
be at the RAB February’s meeting.
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Staff also noted that an additional vendor would be sought to procure
sponsorships to fund future Cultural Festivals. Staff confirmed that this
vendor would be paid a percentage based on the sponsorships secured
and that local businesses would be given priority.

When asked about the event budget for 2017 Staff confirmed that the City
has allocated $50,000 almost double that of 2016 emphasizing that these
funds would be used specifically for the Festival and that some expenses,
i.e., Sheriff and Fire would be paid by Public Safety funds in addition to the
$50,000 allocated budged.

The Board also asked for an additional $10,000 to fund an entertainment
headliner.

This year’s event will also include some English entertainers in an
outreach effort to those not within the Russian community.

B. VICTORY IN EUROPE DAY 2017

The Board discussed Victory in Europe Day 2017 noting that it will be held
Sunday, May 7™ at 10 AM and will include a march along Santa Monica
Blvd., (with a rolling street closure) and concert. They concluded that the
march would begin at SMB & Fairfax ending at the Russian Veterans'’
memorial in Plummer Park. They also considered alternate transportation
for those unable to walk but wanting to participate in the march. An open
air bus or trolley was suggested. Following the march would be a brief
presentation ending with a concert commemorating the event.

Members strongly advocated for media outreach prior to and during the
event. Some suggestions were the LA Times, Russian television and a
photographer to capture the event and its attendees. Staff will create a
draft media release for RAB members to consider and work with the City's
Communication Department prior to its public release.

Finally members discussed utilizing a virtual voicemail to provide up to
date event information and one capable of recording messages for

questions to answers not provided in the recorded message. This virtual
voicemail would be monitored and responded to by city staff.

C. HOLOCAUST REMEMBRANCE DAY 2017

This year's Holocaust Remembrance day will be April 23" in rooms 5 & 6
of the Plummer Park Community Center.
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The Board noted that Cynthia Blatt, whose parents are Holocaust
survivors, will speak.

There will also be a screening of a documentary Holocaust — is that
wallpaper paste? followed by a question and answer session. Members
were adamant that the Q & A be led by a historian with considerable
knowledge and understanding of the Holocaust.

D. UPCOMING CULTURAL PRJECTS & EVENTS
None.

10.ITEMS FROM STAFF
Tatiana announced the opening of the opening Wallis Annenberg Center
for the Performing Arts in Beverly Hills. This venue recently opened for
cultural events and can be rented for the same.
