MINUTES FOR TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 21, 2017

1. CALL TO ORDER —Chair Larisa Danilova called the meeting to order at
7:00 P.M.

2. Larisa Danilova led the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Roll Call — Board members present: Alex Tolocenco, Diana Volman,
Farhad Yusupov, Larisa Danilova, Lyubov Levitan, Anastasiya Lebedeva,
Valentina Matiji, Raisa Aguf. Staff Liaison Tatiana Rodzinek and staff
assistant Bruce Robertson was also present.

Andrey Pronin was absent.

4. Approval of Agenda: Lyubov Levitan made a motion to approve the
agenda, seconded by Raisa Aguf. Motion passed.

5. Approval of Minutes of the meeting of December 20, 2016. Raisa Aguf
made a motion to approve, seconded by Alex Tolocenco. Motion passed.

6. PUBLIC COMMENT

A. Teri Maher, West Hollywood Career Center WHEST), introduced Lana
Dzemiashonak who recently joined the West Hollywood Career Center
as a career coach.

B. Muneha Cumohoba, West Hollywood Career Center WHEST), spoke
about Holocaust Remembrance Day and endorsed Cynthia Blatt in the
upcoming March election.

8. NEW BUSINESS

A. Wellness at any Age Initiative as a part of the Aging in Place
Strategic Plan.
A report was presented by Joan Mithers of the City’s Social Services
division regarding the Wellness at any Age Initiative. Ms. Mithers
introduced the program which includes fitness goals, classes and
activities geared to assist seniors with aging and wellness. Courses
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will be held throughout the city encouraging health and well being at ali
ages.

Board member Diana Volman arrived.

B. Draft Eastside Community Plan.
Associate Long Range Planner Garen Srapyan presented a brief
report/update on the Eastside Community Priorities Plan.

Mr. Srapyan reported that Phase |, of the plan, categories specific
Eastside needs, community vision and reported that the City Council
appointed working group has been meeting regularly to develop a plan
for the Eastside including community outreach “Pop-ups” encouraging
community participation and input. - Mr. Srapyan noted that the draft
plan is scheduled to be released soon and will be forwarded to
members of the Russian Advisory Board. Mr Srapyan encouraged
members to e-mail any comments or suggestions to him or Staff
Liasain Tatiana Rodzinek.

Public Testimony

Victor Omelczenko, West Hollywood, congratulated the City on
Eastside improvements enoucouraging community and board
members to forward their suggestions to staff.

C. Rescheduling the next RAB meeting to Tuesday, March 28" in the
Rent Stabilization Hearing Room.
The action was approved by a consensus of the members.

9. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. International Women’s Day — Sunday March 5'".
The Board discussed event logistics and details including a $3
suggested donation, volunteers and greeters, table signage (reserved
for performers), refreshments and decorations.

Tatiana Rodzinek confirmed that the event budget would be $2500.

B. 16" Annual Russian Arts and Culture Festival 2017 and Russian
Speaking Community Awards Presentation.
Staff introduced a draft nomination form for the Russian Speaking
Community Awards which was unanimously approved by the members
present. Upon approval staff confirmed that nomination forms would
be available online at www.weho.org beginning tomorrow, March 22,
2017.
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Staff recommended that a presentation by Dina Gontar, the 2017
Russian Culture Festival event producer, be added to the March
agenda to present her ideas about the upcoming festival and give
Board members the opportunity to express their vision about the
festival to Ms. Gontar.

Staff also noted that Svoi, the company awarded the contract to
promote the event has expressed a desire to seek out sponsorship and
create promotional material but as of today, February 21%, no
recommendations have been received. If nothing is received within the
next few days staff will ask one of the City’s graphic designers to
create the flyers, banners and other promotional materials for this
years event.

Members also discussed the 2017 Arts & Culture Festival including
performers and vendors noting that Lev Volovik and Agassi Topchain
are actively searching for culturally noteworthy performers. Finally,
members reaffirmed their desire to have a popular artist (Headliner)
perform noting that this level of entertainer would likely mandate
sponsorship rather than using already budgeted funds.

. Victory in Europe Day

Members discussed having a recorded information line/RSVP line to
the community. Staff confirmed that a line can be set up and will be
monitored by staff.

The Board also discussed the march to commemorate veterans noting
that some veterans would not be physically able to march from Fairfax
to Plummer Park and asked that an open air bus or trolly be available
allowing all who want to participate the opportunity to be involved.

. Holocaust Remembrance Day 2017

The Board discussed this event determining that the event should
begin at 1PM beginning with a documentary screening. Following the
documentary a speaker will be available to discuss the film and answer
questions from members of the public. Following the screening a
shuttle will be available to take participants to the Holocaust memorial
in Plummer Park. Additionally, a children’s art exhibit will be displayed
in Long Hall commemorating the Holocaust.
